   D-2 Maximum height 18”  for stadium jumping and cross-country 
   D-3 Maximum height 2’3”” for stadium jumping and cross-country

Attire: Polo shirt, riding pants, belt (if pants have belt loops), Pony Club pin, approved helmet 
and appropriate footwear. Competitors are required to wear their completed USPC 
medical Form in the medical armbands or USPC approved medical bracelet for the 
duration of the rally.  

 
Trailer Rally: This is a 1 day TRAILER rally. We ask that teams "trailer pool" to reduce the number of 

trailers entering the farm. Parking is limited so please consolidate as much as possible. 
Teams will designate one trailer as their team trailer and will park in the “Team parking 
area.”
