approx 1900m at 325 mpm. 

 Novice--2014 USEF Novice Test B (small arena); jumps up to 2’11”; XC: approx 2100m at 

375 mpm. 

 Training--2014 USEF Training Test B (small arena); jumps up to 3’3”; XC: approx 

 2400m at 450 mpm.

Food/Lodging: Available for purchase on grounds or bring your own.  Water & lunch provided to HM 

volunteers.  Lodging is available in nearby Middleburg or surrounding areas.  Please contact the 

secretary or organizer with specific questions.   

 

General:  

 Competitors may arrive on Friday, between 3:00 and 7:00 pm but not later than 7:00 pm.  

Friday arrivals must be indicated on the Individual Registration online.  Only stalls may 

be set up.  Equipment may be unloaded, but no tack rooms may be set up on Friday.  

 Stalls must be stripped and swept before departure 

 Additional shavings are not available on site (available at Southern States Middlebueg); no 

straw bedding allowed. 
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 Competitors are required to wear their Medical Armband (containing their current USPC or 

USEA Medical Card) or aMedical Bracelet for the duration of the rally. 

 Barn appropriate footwear is required at all times 

 Only the team captain or appointed designee may pick up registration packets.  

 Chaperones must be available on-site for the duration of the rally 

 Night check policy will be explained at the Rally Briefing (Saturday @ 9:30am).  

 There will not be a horse inspection on Sunday; however, if a rider or official is concerned 

about a horse’s well-being, they can request to jog at any point during the competition. 

 

Awards:              Diamond Legacy Award: Presented to the best conditioned horse at training level 

Andrea Merritt Arabak Spirit Award:  Awarded for outstanding performance by a stable 

manager.     

 

Volunteers: Minimum of three volunteers per team entry is required.  One volunteer will serve as 

Chaperone, in addition to their other volunteer responsibilities.   

 One volunteer per team must be designated as Horse Management. 

Minimum of one volunteer per scramble entry is required for this Rally. 

 

Refunds: Follows VRPC policy, as indicated on VRPC website.

3:00 pm Cross-country course open for inspection 

5:00 pm Show jumping course open for inspection

7:45am Safety checks begin 

8:30am Show jumping begins; competitors go directly from SJ to XC 

3:00 pm *Awards ceremony and end of rally 

 

* while final scores are being calculated & verified, and before the awards ceremony, volunteers are expected to 

help take down the dressage rings, empty all trash cans & haul trash up to the large container located near the 

grounds barn, unflag the XC jump course, and fold up the VRPC tents. Many hands help make get these jobs 

completed faster!  
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2016 Championship Eventing Qualification Requirements: 

For complete information, please refer to the VRPC website for Championships information, 2016 Championships 

East Gold Book, USPC 2016 Eventing Newsletter, and the 2016 USPC Eventing Rulebook. 

Keep in mind the following if you intend to qualify for 2016 Championships: 

 Age as of January 1, 2016, certification as of closing date of qualifying rally. Entrants must have competed 

in the qualifying rally at the certification required for the division/discipline 

 All Championship Competitors must be in compliance with the USPC Policy #1002, Member in Good 

Standing. 

 All Eventing Competitors must have completed, without elimination in any phase, a qualifying USPC 

Rally at the level at which they wish to complete at Championships, AND a USEF/USEA recognized (or 

comparable*) Horse Trial of the same level within 11 months prior to this year’s Championships closing 

date, using the same horse in both events. One of these competitions must have no cross country jumping 

penalties, with the other having no more than 20 cross-country jumping penalties. See USPC 2016 

Championships East Gold Book for details.  

 A properly signed Qualifying Affidavit for each qualifying rally and either an affidavit or copies of the 

official score record for the USEA website for recognized horse trials must be included along with a USEA 

entry from for each rider. This must be completely filled out, including all rider, owner, parent, and trainer 

signature. No one under 18 may sign as a trainer. 

Championships Eventing Qualifying Criteria: 

Divisions   Age   Certification 

Beginner Novice  12 yrs. or older C-1 Trad/HSE & up 

Novice   12 yrs or older  C-1 Trad/HSE & up 

Training   13 yrs or older  C-1 Trad/HSE & up 

Preliminary  14 yrs or older  C-1 Trad/HSE 7 up
